NEW USEF DIVISIONS AT ALL-BREED SHOWS

Beginning December 1, 2009, USEF will be recognizing Open English Pleasure (Saddle Seat) and Open Hunter Pleasure.  This means that entries in these two divisions will have to be members of USEF, have USEF Horse ID numbers if not a breed affiliated with USEF, and pay the USEF drug fee.  However, if the show has only one division that allows both saddle seat and hunter tack in the same classes, the division will NOT be USEF approved.
